Sustainability spotlight: rainwater harvesting

The project team will be using a range of sustainable solutions throughout the project and we

will be bringing you details of these over the coming months. This month we focus on how =
Balfour Beatty, in collaboration with subcontractor Sunbelt, has established a rainwater

harvesting system at compound 4 on the site, which is the first of its kind on a Balfour Beatty

site. As a result of this system, at any point there is up to 4,000 litres of water available for use.
